Egg Float

Put a hardboiled egg in water. The egg will sink. Tell your children that you are going to add salt to the water and ask them what they think will happen. Once you stir in enough salt the egg will actually float.

Put different items inside plastic eggs and glue shut. Let children shake eggs and match sounds.

Buy package of Peeps. Take small group of children into kitchen to microwave. Place one peep on a paper plate and put in microwave. Ask the kids what is gonna happen to the marshmallow. Then once they hypothesize, turn on the micro for about 20 seconds. The peep will expand to about %300 times it's original size. And when it had cooled off, I allow the kids to take off a piece and eat it. Tastes great!!
OBJECTIVE: Students will experiment with how colors combine to form new colors, how liquid matter is absorbed into the molecules of a solid.

PROCEDURES:

1. Discuss the primary colors in the order as they appear in a rainbow. (May also want to discuss molecules and matter depending on how you will use this lesson.)

2. Give each child a coffee filter (you can bring in the difference between translucent & opaque) Randomly drop food coloring on coffee filter. Ask children to write notes on their observations.

3. Spray water from a spray bottle on each filter. Ask children to note the changes on their observation sheet. Let dry.

4. Cut into egg shapes. Glue onto construction paper. Cut grass from tissue paper and glue around the bottom of the egg. Display!
