Literacy Centers:

1. Find Letter in Your Name- Use magnifying glasses to find
2. Parking Lot Game- Call out letter/sight word and they park car there
3. Guess Who (Use can money to buy) & Letter Tracing
4. Journal
a. Letter Clues- Draw 3 things that start with the same letter. Can your partner guess? Do a new letter each day.
Math Centers

1. Playing card number match- students take turns picking a card from the deck. They must use a bean to cover each image on the card (ex: 6 of hearts will have 6 beans covering the hearts).
2. Sort the stolen jewels--students use a sorting tray to sort plastic jewels by shape or color
3. Shapes play dough-students roll out play dough to match the outline of the shape
4. Mystery Socks--Children work with a partner to play this game. They will need one sock and 5 flat floral marbles (the flat marbles work great for math manipulatives because they won’t roll away). One child places an amount of marbles into the sock. The other child reaches into the sock without peeking, counts the marbles by feeling them, and says the number. The children can then take the marbles out of the sock to see if the answer was correct.
Missing Golden Egg

Even preschool age children can have fun with a mystery game. Tell the children a story about a goose named Maggie that laid a golden egg but can't find it. It's up to the children to help Maggie find her egg.

Before you play, draw Maggie on a large piece of poster board or purchase a stand-up cutout of a goose. Buy a pack of oversize index cards and a bag of plastic eggs containing one gold egg and collect some old magazines.

Because the children cannot read yet, they will take their clues from pictures you cut out from magazines and glued onto the index cards. Hide the eggs, including the gold egg, throughout your home and possibly in your backyard.

Give the children the first index card that shows a picture of where the first egg is hidden. Once the children get to the first egg, they'll find another index card with a picture of the next destination.

Enlist the help of three or four parents to keep the children engaged and help with clues. Follow the children from clue to clue with a basket to gather the eggs until Maggie's egg is found.
